FOUNDATIONS FOR STEWARDSHIP (Part II)

This is the second in a series examining the foundations for stewardship. In the first
article, the point was made that Christian stewardship begins with an awareness of
God. With that awareness, we realize that there is a higher priority in life than even life
itself. We also know that in the final analysis everything belongs to God. Without that
awareness we elevate ourselves above God, acting as if everything is here for our use
and satisfaction alone.

Part Il -- We Are Stewards.

Before going any further, let us consider the definition of steward: A person who manages another's
property or financial affairs; one who administers anything as the agent of another. That brings us to
Foundation No. 2, which adds the awareness that we are given the opportunity to manage, care for, and
share everything that belongs to God. In the case of Christian stewardship, God is the owner, and we are
His stewards.

If you stop and think about it, this is a remarkable privilege! When we see ourselves as stewards, we
realize we are serving God as caretakers of creation, both by wise and careful use of it and by sharing it
with others.

Being a steward is also a great responsibility. God expects us to be good managers of all things. All
things! That not only includes eart hos -gvendatents anceabilitiesb u t
our money, and even our homes and our bodies. We are but His managers i His stewards.

The Master [Jesus] said: "Let me ask you: Who is the dependable manager, full of common sense,
that the master puts in charge of his staff to feed them well and on time? He is a blessed man if when the
master shows up he's doing his job.o n . . . The s
